Once the local 3G mobile signal does not provide service, suggest
replace the 3G module(Huawei) to 4G module(Gemalto). Has to
replace the antenna at the same time.

2. The 4G module(Ublox) could keep using, no need to replace it to 4G
module(Gemalto)

3. 4G module(Ublox) and 4G module(Gemalto) use the same 4G antenna

4. If 3G module(Huawei) or 4G module(Ublox) is failed, recommend
replacing it to 4G module(Gemalto)

If the spare part is without the base, follow the steps as below.

1) Remove the cable on board by hand, don’t use hand tools.

2) Release the 4 screws on board, don’t use electric screwdriver
3) Remove the module from the base

4) Install 4G module(Gemalto) on the base
5) Install the 4 screws
6) Install antenna cable to the correct position (as below photo)

[If DCWB is already with 4G antenna, no need to execute this Step 8.]
